Award: Availability of the award and the amount of the award will be announced in early December of each year.

Eligibility: Award will be for a proposed program to be completed in the time frame set forth below.  Awards will be made to an individual Extension Educator or a team of collaborating staff (EHE, EFNEP positions, 4-H Educators with Family and Consumer Sciences responsibilities, or collaborative teams as long as one member has Family and Consumer Sciences responsibilities) within a single county, multi-county or program unit.  Collaborative efforts with non-OCES organizations is acceptable.

Judging Criteria: Applications will be judged on five criteria:


1. Impact - external (e.g.- potential economic impact or potential change in attitude 



      and behavior  internal (such as more effective handout or program) 


2. Scope - numbers of people, local/regional/state outreach:

3. Model for future programs/materials (Can program be replicated?  Are materials already produced?) 


4. Addresses a critical issue; 


5. Other (e.g.- external support, level of risk undertaken, new subject matter, etc.)

Each criteria will be worth 5 points for a maximum total score of 25.  Judging of the applications will be done by the CE-FCS Scholarship Committee, the HBB Specialist and Oklahoma Home-Based Business Association President.  The recommendation of that group will be forwarded to the Assistant Director of Family and Consumer Sciences Cooperative Extension who will make the final selection.
