OKLAHOMA STATE UNIVERSITY

LUCILLE A. CLARK SCHOLARSHIP

This fund was established by Lucille A. Clark in 1990.  Lucille Clark spent her entire career working for the Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service, first as an Extension Educator and later a State Extension Housing Specialist.  Her dedication to improving the quality of life for others, particularly the low-income, the elderly and the disabled has been long standing.  This fund which she has established exemplifies her sincerity and her dedication to improving life for others through education.  

PURPOSE

This fund was established to promote the development of Cooperative Extension-Family and Consumer Sciences (FCS) programs.  Particular emphasis and preference is given to those proposals, which address housing problems.

ELIGIBILITY

1. The fund provides support to Oklahoma Cooperative Family and Consumer Sciences Faculty, and to Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Educators in Family and Consumer Sciences to develop and implement FCS Extension programs.

2. The annual award may be granted to the same individual for consecutive years based upon the discretion of the selection committee.  The committee may also elect not to make an award in any given year.

CRITERIA

Specifically the fund is to support the development of Cooperative Extension -Family and Consumer Sciences programs, which focus on addressing critical issues and persistent problems that face the elderly, the disabled, and limited resource families.  Examples would include programming to make housing more affordable, accessible, or adaptable for these populations, and programming which enhances the health and well-being of these populations.

Preference will be given to those professionals with experience developing programs reaching families at or below the poverty level.

The criteria for this fund were amended by Lucille A. Clark on January 5, 1994.
