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Gladys T. Logue Leadership Endowment Fund

Purpose. The purpose of the Gladys T. Logue Leadership Endowment Fund is to promote the development of leadership in adults and youth within and served by the Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service Family and Consumer Sciences (OCES-FCS) programs.

Eligibility Persons eligible to apply include OCES professionals and volunteers applying in conjunction with OCES professionals.

Background. When thinking about leadership activities and/or programs that could be funded by the Logue Leadership Endowment, there are several important facets to consider. Leadership is both a science and an art. Leaders are needed at all levels. Leadership development programs and research have shown that leadership behaviors can be learned. Leaders who are successful are teaching, setting the example and developing other leaders while they are leading. Furthermore, the greatest learning about leadership takes place when people put into practice what they have learned about leadership in theory. When viewed as the process of influencing an organized group toward accomplishing its goals, leadership can be demonstrated in organizational, community and program settings.

Selection criteria (application outline) will include:

1) Clear description of the activity and/or program.

2) Statement that identifies the need for the activity and/or program.

3) Projected outcomes of the activity and/or program. Projected outcomes can include the following examples:

The individual(s) will grow as leaders.

The individual(s) will energize others through leadership.

The individual(s) will learn to recognize when change needs to occur.

The individual(s) will take risks to move people forward.

Number of leaders developed grew as a leader energized others.

4) Clear description of how the activity and/or program will strengthen the leadership behavior of the participating individual(s).

5) Brief time frame for the planning, initiation, completion and evaluation of the proposed activity and/or program.

6) Tentative budget for the activity and/or program.

7) Assurance that the recipient will submit a written report to the OCES Assistant Director for FCS programs within one year of the receipt of these funds. The report will highlight outcomes as a result of the completion of the activity and/or program, and will provide the basis for news releases.

Examples The Gladys T. Logue Leadership Endowment Fund seeks to support leadership development that can be addressed in a variety of ways, such as the following list of examples:

· Sponsorships to conduct leadership development programs.

· Sponsorships to conduct leadership development conferences, workshops, etc.

· Scholarships to participate in leadership training programs.

· Support to develop leadership development curriculum for OCES programs, other educational programs, and other organizations and/or communities in furtherance of OCES programming.
