GUIDELINES FOR USE OF FUNDS

All Cooperative Extension-Family and Consumer Sciences Extension Educators, District Family and Consumer Sciences Program Specialists, Family and Consumer State Specialists and Paraprofessional Extension personnel employed in counties may apply for these funds.

These funds may be used to:

1. Provide honorariums for speakers for state in-service programs.

2. Assist Family and Consumers Sciences Extension Educators, District Family and Consumer Sciences Program Specialists, Family and Consumer Sciences State Specialists and Paraprofessional Extension personnel employed in counties and furthering their education.  Funds may not be used for room and board if the recipient uses the funds for coursework.

REVIEW COMMITTEE
