d. Study tour and/or observation of outstanding programs which have implications for Cooperative Extension Family and Consumer Sciences programs in Oklahoma.

It is recommended that a committee be named to assess need and

implement plans for meeting goals or needs.  This committee is to be 

composed of:

· Associate Dean of Cooperative Extension Family and Consumer Sciences

· State Family and Consumer Sciences Cooperative Extension Specialist – appointed by Associate Dean or selected by Specialist

· District Extension Family and Consumer Sciences Program Specialists – chairman of group or designated representative

· County Extension Educators, Family and Consumer Sciences – President of OEAFCS or designated representative

This committee will function for a two-year period.

It was Dr. Spivey’s wish that the use of money be flexible, and that it might not be used every year.  The money might be allowed to accumulate in order to fulfill a need or goal.  It was also Dr. Spivey’s wish that the principal be kept intact (as much as possible) and the interest be used for funding activity.
