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OrganWise Guys Grant Guidelines

Grant Application-
School grant applications are due August 31, 2012.  Twenty-five grants worth up to $2500 each will be awarded by September 17, 2012.  The grant application is included below and will also be located on the FCS website at www.fcs.okstate.edu .

Educational Focus of OWG-
 A science-based, curriculum–linked nutrition and physical activity program for elementary schools. The materials promote the following four basic preventive health habits:
· Maintain a low-fat diet


· Drink lots of water

· Eat high fiber foods

· Engage in regular exercise
Recruiting & Selection Criteria- 
1) County Educators should coordinate OCES OrganWise Guys school program efforts in the county.  All County Extension Educators need to sign application form. 

2) School sites where at least 50% of children qualify for free and reduced price meals. (The State Department of Education’s Low Income Report is to be used to determine qualifying schools) http://sde.state.ok.us/Schools/ChildNut/documents.html  
3) No limit on the number of school sites applying for OWG from a county. 
4) 100% school site participation is required of applicants and application must be signed by school administrator.  
5) Sample recruiting letter is included in guidelines outlining the OWG program.

Training for Educators-
Centra training will be offered to those interested in applying for grant funds in August.  An OWG orientation training (train-the-trainer) with one Educators and one designee from the school will be required of schools awarded a grant in the fall. 
Training for Schools-
Extension Educator(s) will provide in-service training to school personnel (school teachers, food coordinator, and school nurse) which will include curriculum overview, reviewing the Memorandum of Understanding, reporting requirements, and evaluation/assessment procedures.
Expectations of Educators-

Attend train-the-trainer orientation training.  Develop a memorandum of understanding with selected school sites. (See included example)  Be a liaison for the school team, teach two hour school staff training, conduct school assembly, distribute materials as needed to schools, and assist with gathering reports/evaluations as needed.
Educational Materials – 
Each of the 30+ OWG grant recipients’ Educators will receive up to $500 to use for travel to schools and training, approved educational materials, approved incentives, and classroom food demonstration supplies.  A state travel form and state CNEP pre-approval purchase request form must be used to access the funds.

Memorandum of Understanding

OrganWise Guys and Supplemental Nutrition Education Program (SNAP-Ed) 
Purpose

The OSU Oklahoma Cooperative Extension Service’s (OCES) Supplemental Nutrition Education Program (SNAP-Ed) and the _________ Public Schools are mutually interested in increasing the effectiveness of nutrition education for Oklahoma’s youth.  The joint mission of these agencies is to empower children with the knowledge and skills need to make healthy lifestyle choices.  

The agencies will collaborate to assure that participating children have access to available nutrition education and that nutrition education activities are documented.

The agencies will assure that research-based nutrition and physical activity messages are consistent with the U.S. Dietary Guidelines for Americans and the MyPyramid.  

The _____________ Public Schools and OCES strongly encourage and support the involvement of parents and communities in nutrition and physical activity education.  This MOU provides guidance for developing local collaboration between public schools and OCES.  Local agreements may include, but are not limited to, the following:

The _____________Public Schools agrees to:

· Support the involvement of OCES SNAP-Ed in public schools where 50% or more of the students are eligible for free or reduced-price lunches.

· Support the commitment of superintendents and principles to collaborate with OCES by allowing teachers and other staff to provide nutrition education in classrooms and document time spent on the OrganWise Guys and nutrition education programming for state in-kind matching funds.

· Provide technical assistance regarding school procedures to OCES faculty

· Encourage monthly documentation of nutrition education activities by participating classroom teachers/aides.

· Notify OCES faculty/staff of any changes in public school policies or procedures related to nutrition education in schools.

The OCES agrees to:

· Collaborate with participating eligible school(s) to provide nutrition education to students via one or more of the following methods:

· Provide selected nutrition curricula, materials and supplies and train faculty and staff on use of such curricula;

· Conduct nutrition education in participating classrooms;

· Provide nutrition education materials and supplies for use in areas such as the school cafeteria.

· Collaborate with school Child Nutrition Programs staff to provide nutrition education in schools.

· When possible refer eligible families to food assistance programs.

This agreement is effective on the date signed by all parties and is valid until such time either party sends written notification requesting termination or renegotiation of the agreement.  Each agency has the right to terminate this agreement within 30 days of written notice.
