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Lesson:  Play the trust walk game and talk about ways to set up a child to succeed and how that relates to trustworthiness.

What you will need:  “Fran the Frog Saves for a Doll” posters, chart paper, markers, index cards or small pieces of paper, pencils or pens, a small empty box, folded pieces of paper with story ideas.

1. Greet parents

2. SAY:  I recently read a story to your child's class called “Fran the Frog Saves for a Doll.”  Who would like to help me read the story? Have the volunteers (up to 5) come up to the front. Pass out the posters in order and have the volunteers begin.
3. SAY:  What are the lessons the children learned from the story? Write down the responses on a piece of chart paper. 
4. SAY:  How do you deal with complaints that things aren’t fair from your children? Write down the responses on a piece of chart paper. Show positive approval for the parents' ideas. 
5. SAY:  We are now gong to divide into groups of three. I am going to pass around a box and I want each group to pick one paper from the box. On the paper are directions for two of the three people. The third person will be an adult and need to respond to the other two.  Each group should first talk about how the parent will respond, and then groups can take turns acting out the situation.  After a group has acted out, ask the group what was challenging about the scenario, and how they resolved it. Then ask the other parents to comment on ways to handle the situation. 
6. To finish the discussion, hand out small pieces of paper to each parent. Ask each parent to think of a way that they will help their child be fair this week and to write down a response on the paper. Offer to share how you will help a child be fair and then ask parents to volunteer to share their responses. Give positive feedback to each response.

Role playing scenarios (copy these and cut them apart so each group can choose one scenario):

Child 1: You have a brand new scooter and don't want anyone else to ride on it.

Child 2: You see the new scooter and want to take it for a spin.

Child 1: It's lunchtime and you brought a special treat for desert.

Child 2: You are sitting with child 1 and the treat looks very tasty to you.

Child 1: It's your birthday party and you just got a new toy from a friend.

Child 2: You are at a birthday party and you want to play with the toy you just gave your friend.

Older sibling: It's time to do the chores. You have to clean your room and pick up all the newspapers.

Younger sibling: You just have to clean your room.

Older sibling: You get to stay up late and watch a special program on TV

Younger sibling: You have to go to bed anyway.
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
